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Bellmead Council meeting update

Greetings Bellmead
Citizens,

Ouir final City Council
meeting for 2011 was
held on Dec. 13.

There were several
people who wanted to
address the Council.

Two or three people
had questions or con-
cerns about some coun-
cil members while anoth-
er 10 or more expressed
very strong support for
the council members
and felt they were doing
a good job.

Mayor Collier gave a
report about those ask-
ing for his resignation.

After hearing the
strong support from the
visitors, he declared that
he would not resign but
would run for re-election
in May when his term
was set to end.

Our Police Chief gave
a report on the current
condition of our police
vehicles.

The last new car pur-
chase was in 2008, and
we have eight vehicles
that are down for need-
ed repairs.

These problems are
the reason the council
supported a small tax
increase.

Bellmead taxes are far
lower than most cities in
the county.

On our consent agen-
da we approved all of
the proposals from the
Economic Development
Corporation.

This includes the pur-

chase of the Bellmead
Feed Store on Bellmead
Drive, assistance for
a new barber college,
new signs and banners
to welcome travelers to
Bellmead, micro grants
of up to $1,500 for small
businesses in need, a
rent subsidy program for
new businesses locat-
ing in Bellmead, and a
city wide business im-
provement program to
enhance the exterior ap-
pearance of any business
in Bellmead.

These funds are com-
ing from the Economic
Development Corpora-
tion and cannot be used
for basic city services.
The minutes were also
approved.

Our regular agenda ac-
tions are as follows:

» We discussed options
for after hours water turn
on.

More information was
requested and this will
be looked at in a future
meeting.

» We appointed a five
person team to review
applications for a new city
manager.

At this time, we have
received several applica-
tions and expect more for
review.

» The Council passed
a resolution to accept
the recommendation of
the Police department to
add two stop signs at the
intersection of Williams
Road and Harrison Street
to increase public safety
in this area. This is now
a four way stop intersec-
tion.

* We agreed to work
with the Waco Humane
Society for help with any
stray animals we pick
up for a period of two
months.

This will allow time
to review our current
procedures and make
any changes needed to
insure we are in compli-
ance with all applicable
laws.

Bellmead is Blooming
and Booming. Business
in Bellmead continues to
thrive.

More new businesses
are looking to locate in
Bellmead.

L & AAuto Salesis relo-
cating back to Bellmead
and plans to offer cars
from $1,500 and up.

They offer in-house
financing and hope to
have 20 to 30 cars avail-
able to choose from.

There are many new
incentives being offered
to businesses from the
Economic Development
Corporation in 2012 that
was passed during this
meeting.

We hope to see a lot
more activity with new
and current businesses
to continue our upward
trend in economic ad-
vances and jobs for our
citizens.

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Bellmead and the Economic Development Corporation

There is a special
relationship between
a city and a develop-
ment corporation.

Here in Bellmead,
we have a develop-
ment corporation that
is authorized by the
state to help with the
economic growth of
our community.

The state allows
the voters to select
an amount of sales
tax revenue to be set
aside and used to
enhance economic
or business develop-
ment.

This is not money
that comes from our
property taxes but
from sales tax when
people come to our
city to shop and buy
things.

Basically, people
out of town come to
our Wal-Mart, Sam’s
Club, H-E-B and
other stores and the
taxes they pay on
their purchases go
toward this economic
development and it
also helps to support
our city budget.

Why is this impor-
tant? Businesses
provide many re-
sources to the city.

In addition to pro-
viding jobs for our

community, they also
provide an enormous
amount of money for
our city.

Here in Bellmead,
we benefit from a
very low property tax
rate.

This is because we
have done very well
with our economic
development and we
have many great busi-
nesses in our city.

Last year, about half
(49%) of our city bud-
get’s general revenue
came from the 1%
sales tax that comes
to the city.

This year, that
amount is even high-
er at 52%.

The property taxes
that the city collects
make up 20.9% of
the general revenue
fund.

Because commer-
cial property is valued
so much higher than
residential property
taxes, most of this
20.9% is coming from
business property.

Thus, about 65% of
our general revenue
fund comes from our
local businesses.

This helps our prop-
erty taxes to stay low
and allows us to keep
more of our money in

our pockets.

That is why busi-
nesses are important
and of high value to
us in Bellmead.

The Bellmead Eco-
nomic Development
Corporation works
to enhance the busi-
ness climate for our
city and to recruit new
businesses to town.

Our very nice Holi-
day Inn that opened
in January 2010 is
a direct result of this
corporation active-
ly recruiting them to
town.

Has this helped
Bellmead? Justin FY
2011 alone the Holi-

day Inn paid to the
city $144,635 in Hotel
/ Motel taxes which
goes into a special
marketing fund and
$21,515 in proper-
ty taxes to the city’s
general revenue fund.
This is over $165,000
paid to the city in just
one year.

This illustrates the
importance of having
an economic develop-
ment corporporation
and why the state leg-
islature allows them.

The state also
closely monitors the
use of the money the
corporation receives
to be sure that it is

being spent properly
and not used directly
for basic city services
such as police and
fire or salary for city
personnel.

Butwhen used prop-
erly, it can be very
beneficial and helpful
to all of us in town by
helping to Build a Bet-
ter Bellmead.
